TEACH is an Acronym!! District Code: 227-701
TEACH Specific Requirements
-Bachelors degree or higher from an accredited college or university.
-Cumulative GPA of 2.75 or above on a four-point scale, or 2.75 in the last sixty hours in the content area hours.
TEACH accepts the state 2.5 GPA requirement overall, if candidate holds at least 2-years of teaching experience in the classroom as substitute or teaching assistant and has passed the PACT.
-Required credit hours
Passing PACT supports the state 5, 3-hour content area courses or 15-credit content area hours. However, consider that many school districts still require the 24-credit hour requirement for employment. The 24-hour credits make a teacher more marketable to a school district.
---7-12 Certificates, English, Mathematics, Science, Social Studies, require 15-credit hours in content area.
---EC-6/4-8 Certificates, minimum of 12-hours of combined coursework in English, Mathematics, Science, Social Studies, and 3 hours minimum in each content area, total 15-credit hours.
---EC-12 Music, Technology Apps, Physical Education, Spanish/French LOTE, Special Education
+Music, at least a major or minor in field related to Music.
+Technology Apps, at least a major or minor in Fine Arts, computer science or networking.
+Physical Education, at least a major or minor in field closely aligned with physical or sports area.
+Spanish/French LOTE, at least 15-credit hours in Spanish or French. Simply speaking either language is insufficient.
+Special Education, at least a major or minor in Sociology or  Psychology, or hold clinical experience in special needs area, plus 15-credit hours in combination of content areas.
