Training Via E-Learning is currently approved to offer JROTC certification. 

The program needs to keep the following in mind for JROTC certification:

With the passage of S.B. No. 1309 and Texas Education Code Subchapter B, Chapter 21, Section 21.0487 and 21.046(e), a person seeking the JROTC teacher certificate must complete an approved educator preparation program (EPP). Because Training Via E-Learning is approved to offer the certificate, an applicant must meet the following requirements:

Initial Teacher Certification

Admission  

To be admitted to the EPP, the applicant must: 

1) hold a bachelor’s degree from an institution of higher education that is, and at the time the person received the degree was, accredited or otherwise approved by an accrediting organization recognized by the Texas Higher Education  Coordinating Board;

2) satisfy the eligibility and testing requirements for certification as a JROTC instructor established by the branch of service in which the person served;

3) provide proof of training and experience acquired during the person’s military service which will serve as a demonstration of subject matter knowledge if that training and experience is verified by the branch of service in which the person served.

Curriculum

Because the certificate does not have a content exam, there are no JROTC content standards.  The EPP will need to provide training in the PPR EC-12 educator standards as identified in 19 TAC §228.30(a) and in everything currently listed in 19 TAC §22830(b).  Since the mental and emotional disorders training requirement has been changed in statute, please substitute mental health, substance abuse, and youth suicide training for the mental and emotional disorders requirement [see TEC, §21.044(c-1)].  In accordance with 19 TAC §228.40, an EPP shall determine the readiness of each candidate to take the Pedagogy and Professional Responsibilities EC-12 (160) exam and shall not grant test approval until a candidate has met all requirements for admission to the EPP and has been fully accepted into the EPP. 
Field-Based Experience and Clinical Teaching/Internship

If the candidate for the JROTC certificate has been employed by a school district as a JROTC instructor before the person was enrolled in an EPP or while the person is enrolled in an EPP, the employment satisfies any clinical teaching, internship, or field-based experience program requirements.  The experience should be verified by a service record from the school district.  
	


If you provide it, I can see the individual and see what is going on. Do they already have a standard JROTC certificate and are seeking to add an additional teacher certificate? For example, if they have the standard JROTC 6-12 certificate and want to add Core Subjects 4-8, they would just cert. by exam.

§233.17. Junior Reserve Officer Training Corps.

Junior Reserve Officer Training Corps: Grades 6-12 certificate. The holder of the Junior Reserve Officer Training Corps: Grades 6-12 certificate is eligible to teach all junior reserve officer training courses in Grades 6-12. A candidate for the standard Junior Reserve Officer Training Corps: Grades 6-12 certificate must:

(1)  hold a Junior Reserve Officer Training Corps instructor certificate issued by one of the military branches;

(2)  complete an approved educator preparation program;

(3)  hold a bachelor's degree from an accredited institution of higher education that at the time was accredited or otherwise approved by an accrediting organization recognized by the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board; and

(4)  obtain a passing performance on the pedagogy and professional responsibilities certification examination.
